On February 12 we held our Annual General Meeting and the present Committee
was re-elected for another 12 months

plus the ongoing support of members.
Our subs remain at S5 and are now due.
Our membership in 2023 was 79 which is less than half of the eligible members of
the Club which has 186 members over the age of 70 so we have plenty of room for
expansion.

Attendance has fluctuated throughout the year, from a low of 29 to a maximum of
49 but we are averaging 36 players each month. Even though we lost 2 days in
May and June to rain our total of 361 was higher than the 342 in 2022.

On January 28 a group of 18 joined the Bribie Island Dolphins Social Bowls at the
opening of their new artificial greens, and they have reciprocated by joining us at
our March games. This has proven very popular and we hope to make these
reciprocal visits a regular feature.

Our income comes from S5 annual subs ($310) plus raffles (5710). Our main expenses are Touchers of
$385 . Tea/Coffee/Biscuits $50 and Prize Money $480. Lucky Losers wine has been donated.
